1. Remember all prices are for individual machine
entries. You may enter as many machines as you
wish using the session options overleaf. 
Please fill out a separate entry form for each
machine which must all be returned together
(you may photocopy the form). 

2. Each individual road machine may be entered for a
minimum of 1 and a maximum of 3 sessions
(Saturday only) N.B. Except Cyclemotor/Veteran/Early
Vintage machines - 1 session only at special rate of
£23.00. Veteran/Early Vintage machines must be
manufactured  before 31/12/1924 to qualify for the
reduced entry fee.

3. Each individual racing machine may be entered for a
minimum of 2 and a maximum of 3 sessions (Sunday
only) N.B. Except Race Sidecar - 2 sessions only 

4. Each individual session will have a maximum duration
of 15 minutes

5. You DO NOT require a competition licence to enter
any of the track sessions. However you must possess
a full motorcycle driving licence or an ACU or
equivalent licence. You must bring your driving licence
for proof of identity when you sign on at the event 

6. All track sessions are non competitive parades 

7. Road machines must be road silenced appropriate to
their period 

8. Race machines must be silenced to 105db 

9. Passengers are not allowed on solo machines taking
part in track sessions 

10. Passengers will be allowed in sidecar outfits/3
wheelers taking part in track sessions and protective
headgear must be worn 

11. There are NO road sidecar sessions available and
ROAD track sessions are available on Saturday Only,
with Sunday being reserved for RACE machines only

12. At the time of the event you must be over 18 years of
age to take part in any of the track sessions 

13. All machines will be inspected for suitability and
appropriate safety clothing, helmet and footwear must
be worn, no jeans, no trainers. The organisers reserve
the right to exclude machines or competitors failing
safety checks. (Guidance will be issued with the final
instructions) 

14. Each ENTRANT will receive 2 All Area Access passes
(except the Hailwood Suite) and appropriate vehicle
pass to the WHOLE WEEKEND’S event
(3 for 3 wheelers/outfits) irrespective of the number of
machines entered. 

15. All entrants will receive a Free programme. 

16. Please return the commentators information sheet
immediately with your entry form 

17. Various awards will be made for machines taking part
in each category 

18. The track may be shut for short periods during each
day to allow for movement of machines into and out of
the paddock area’s 

19. Please return your entry as soon as possible to avoid
disappointment 

20. Cancellations received before closing date for entries
will be eligible for a refund subject to an administration
fee of £10 - No refunds after closing date 

21. Regulations and final instructions will be sent out prior
to the event 

22. Weekend Spectator Camping available, pay at event,
no need to pre book

24. Children under 16 will be admitted FREE to the event

I confirm that I understand the nature and type of event and the risk inherent with
entering and agree to accept the same notwithstanding that such risks may involve
negligence on the part of the organisers/officials.
I understand that by taking part I accept the risks involved including the risk of injury or
death.
I will not participate whilst under the influence of alcohol or intoxicating drugs and that if
I am taking any prescribed medication, I will inform the event organiser and seek
approval to participate before taking part.

I agree that if any machine entered is moved under its own power (except on the track
itself), suitable 3rd party liability cover shall be in place.
I further agree that the machine which I enter and ride shall be suitable and proper for its
purpose, including being silenced to meet noise levels as prescribed.
I further agree that I am competent to ride/drive the vehicle(s) entered and will satisfy
myself (before taking part) of the layout of the track.
I confirm that I will wear protective clothing appropriate to the motorcycle and type of
demonstration in which I am riding.
I agree to observe and obey all instructions given to me by the organisers/venue operator.
I confirm I will be over 18 years of age at the time of the event.
